Bardiya can be an enjoyable wild country to explore, enriched with various species of

mammals and exotic birdlife. The perfect place and undisturbed location of Bardiya National

Park make it a perfect habitat for wild animals. It is located in Nepal's far south mid-western

Terai, east of the great Karnali River and the fertile Babai River Valley. Besides, the exciting

exotic wildlife safaris on an elephant or enjoying the Jeep Jungle safari, the other attraction of

Bardiya is to explore and experience the local immense and impressive cultures of native

Tharu. Tharu were one of the indigenous tribes of Nepal’s southern areas of Terai extending

from the Far East to Western Nepal. The Tharu and their fascinating ancient tradition, history,

and heritage make it worth visiting the Tharu Villages. Tharu are one of the indigenous tribes

of Nepal’s southern Terai belt.

You will be observing their colorful custom as they were preserved for many past centuries,

surviving and living in the dense jungles. After an enjoyable and interesting time in Bardiya

National Park with the exciting thrill of wildlife jungle safari you then head back to Nepalgunj

airport for a sweeping panoramic flight to Kathmandu after a great and wonderful

experience at Bardiya National Park with a mesmerizing wildlife safari.

ITINERARY

Day 1: Fly to Nepalgunj, drive to Bardiya National Park 2 hour’s drive.
After breakfast in the morning, you will take a flight to Nepalgunj City Airport, located in the

Far South Mid-West region of Nepal. Woman Adventures staff will receive you for a short drive

to Kathmandu domestic airport. After checking in with respective airlines, get on board in a

moderate-size aircraft. The flight duration is about 50 minutes and during the flight you can

enjoy a sweeping panorama of the Himalayan range of peaks. The scenic flight includes views

from Langtang, Ganesh and Manaslu with Annapurna Himal range, as far as Dhaulagiri Himal.
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The plane lands on the lowland of Terai with a sub-tropical warm climate, on reaching

Nepalgunj Airport. The hotel and lodge staff of Bardiya receive you for a few hour drive to

Bardiya hotel or jungle lodge. The lodge were located near to the entrance of Bardiya National

Park. Upon arrival, the hotel manager and naturalist will provide you with brief information

about jungle activities and safari as well as do’s and don’ts. You then check into a nice room

and enjoy a good lunch. In the afternoon, the guide or naturalist will take you for a short

nature walk or visit the native Tharu village to observe the cultures of the Tharu peoples, the

main indigenous tribe of the Terai belt and Bardiya. In the evening, you can enjoy a slide show

of Bardiya National Park Wildlife or Tharu cultural program. You will then have dinner before

you retire to your nice rooms.

Day 2 & 3: At Bardiya for nature, jungle activities, and safari.
The program will be conducted as per the number of guests at the hotels and as booked by

Woman Adventures. The nature and jungle activities start early morning before breakfast. The

guide will explain the programs, which last for a few hours, either a bird-watching, a tower

visit, or an elephant safari.  

The jungle and nature activities are as follows:

You will begin with a nature or bird-watching tour, as well Machan / Observation Tower visit to

spot wildlife. Later, enjoy an elephant safari for a few hours within Bardiya National Park’s

dense jungles. After the morning activities, return to the hotel for breakfast, take a short rest,

and join in for other activities. Likewise riding on a dugout canoe, offers a pleasant float while

observing the river birds, Marsh Mugger, and freshwater Gangetic Crocodiles. 

After a pleasant canoe ride, enjoy a walk into the forest and back to the hotel by lunchtime.

Have lunch with time to relax before heading out for more jungle activities at a given time

approx. 3 p.m., such as either an elephant safari (if not already enjoyed in the morning), jungle

walks, or a jungle drive. You will also have the opportunity to visit a local Tharu village and tour

of Tharu museum. In the evening, enjoy either a slide show of Bardiya National Park or Tharu

Cultural program before a lavish buffet dinner. 

On the third days, similar activities will be rotated, providing a varied and enriching experience

with a mix of jungle adventures, cultural insights, and relaxation.

Day 4: Drive to Nepalgunj for the flight back to Kathmandu.



In the morning you have options for elephant safari, bird watching, or nature walks. Then back

to the hotel for breakfast, and get ready for an interesting drive to Nepalgunj airport. As time

for the flight to Kathmandu, get on board for a scenic pleasant flight. After less than an hour,

the plane lands at Kathmandu Airport, then transfer to your hotel, after a wonderful

experience on Bardiya National Park Wildlife Safari.
